In 1977-1979, I performed with the BYU Young Ambassadors (YAs) in communist countries of the Soviet Union, Poland, Romania, Bulgaria, and mainland China.  Despite our differences in ideology, we built bridges of friendship through the sharing of our cultural dances and music.  
After graduating from the BYU Law School in 1983, I continued the legacy of the YAs in building bridges of friendship with my Family, the Ahuna Ohana.
